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A Letter from the Rector 
 
Dear Friends, 
For more than 35 years we have been working to build new facilities at St Thomas’ that 
will support our mission and ministry in Brampton and beyond. I don’t need to remind you 
that our existing facilities fall far short of the ideal! I have said many times that if we fail to 
build now we jeopardise our church’s health and growth. It is unlikely that we will be able 
to sustain the numerical growth we have enjoyed and our congregations run the risk of 
declining. Now is the time to decide our future . We face a choice today, the outcome of 
which rests in a very real and practical way in your hands.  
 
So near....and yet so far  
Perhaps our biggest danger at this stage is complacency. It is true that there is much 
needed momentum in this project at the moment and we have already raised a 
considerable sum of money. However to think “we’ve finished” when we still have a large 
mountain to climb could yet spell disaster for this project. Failure to secure the funds we 
need at this vital stage would be a catastrophe for  us as a church . Yes, we do have 
overdraft and loan facilities at the bank that we can draw on but of course these would 
need to be repaid, with interest. It is very possible that we would be encumbered with a 
debt for years to come which would prevent us from being able to focus on new initiatives  
and mission.  
 
But who will benefit?  
Well, the short answer is ‘all of us’. Our children’s and youth work will be radically 
enhanced. Our seniors’ work and engagement amongst the local community will be 
transformed. The hospitality that we can show to one another and those visiting our 
church will be revolutionised. Remember, this work is not just for us. We estimate that 
about fifteen other groups will benefit directly from what we do. 
 
My promise to you 
In 2008, the last time I spoke about the financing of this project, I made you a promise. I 
would not ask for any more funds until we had overcome all the other obstacles in our way 
and knew the actual cost of the building. I have been true to my word. All obstacles 
preventing development have now been overcome through the hard work and diligence of 
the Development Committee. We have now engaged a contractor, made all other 
necessary appointments, obtained all the required permissions and have a clear 
understanding of the costs before us.  
 
Now is the time 
You may ask why now, why me, why should I give?, Could it be that God has placed you 
here for such a time as this? I know the economy is fragile, I know that many of you have 
given sacrificially in the past, but I ask you once again to prayerfully ask the Lor d how 
to respond to this appeal . I have no hesitation in asking you to give. Please, give as 
much as you can now and help us complete this much hoped for, much prayed for, much 
needed facility. If we all take our share in this call, each giving what God has asked of us, 
then I have every confidence that once again God’s Spirit and the generous, sacrificial 
people of St Thomas’ will prevail.
