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From the Churchwarden

Did you watch the enthronement of Dr. Rowan
Williams as Archbishop of Canterbury, the
104th successor to St Augustine, on television
recently?  I did and was an enthralled witness
to the event.  The appointment of Dr Williams
as Archbishop of Canterbury seems to have
caught the interest of the public in a way that
few religious appointments of modern times
can equal, so, along with other curious people, I
was keen to see and hear more of the man who
is appointed leader of many millions of

Christians throughout the world.
 The weather was kind and the waiting crowds were bathed in the
early spring sunshine as they watched the invited dignitaries arrive to
take their places for the ceremony.
Inside the cathedral cameras revealed more of the spectacular setting in
which the ceremony was to take place.  Who could fail to be thrilled at
the impressive array of representatives of State, of the universal Church
and of other faiths gathered together in a historic place of worship?
 Amid great ceremonial, in which the Church of England excels,
the long awaited service began.  The traditional rites were observed
alongside a feast of pageantry, music and poetry.  Through his choice
of readings, music and dance items and later his sermon, the new
Archbishop put his unique stamp on this traditional and solemn service.
 Dr Williams based his sermon on a reading from Matthew's
Gospel and I would like to share with you some of my recollections
from this address.
 · All are children of God
"Once we recognise God's great secret, that we are all made to be God's
sons and daughters, we can't avoid the call to see one another
differently.  No one can be written off, no group, no nation …."  …
 "We have to learn to be human alongside all sorts of others, the ones
whose company we don't greatly like, whom we didn't choose, because
Jesus is drawing us together into his place, his company".
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 · Jesus at the heart of everything
Jesus was "simply there" at the heart of everything - “Nothing of value
happens in the church that does not start from seeing him simply there in
our midst, sharing our suffering and transforming our human disaster".
“... through Jesus God's own life and love is given …"
 · Our role as individual Christians and as members of the world
wide Church
"The one great purpose of the Church's existence is to share the bread of
life;" ……..  "The Church exists to pass on the promise of Jesus - ' You
can live in the presence of God without fear; you can receive his fullness
and set others free from fear and guilt".
“… wherever he is, God is active, pouring out his gift, inviting our
response.” And this means we can't know fully who God is and what God
gives unless we are willing to stand in the same place as Jesus …. in
mercy and renewal".
"The recognition of Jesus in the stranger was why Christians would
engage with passion in the world of our society and politics …”
 · Dr Williams' prayers for the Church to have
" … confidence, courage; an imagination set on fire by the vision of God
the Holy Trinity; thankfulness".
 · The Archbishop's vision of the church
“...The church of the future will do its  … work effectively only if it is
concerned first with gratitude and joy; … we will solve our deepest
problems by better discipleship, and a fuller entry into the intimate
joy of Jesus' life".
 The enthronement of an Archbishop of Canterbury is a
momentous day in the life of the Anglican Church.  Few periods in
our history have been more challenging than those of today.
 Therefore Christians everywhere need to unite in prayer for Dr
Williams as he commences his Primacy.  May his term of office
prove to be a time of reconciliation, blessing and growth for the
world-wide Church.

May I wish you and your families a very happy and blessed
Easter.

As
I write this we are waiting for the Bishop to confirm the date of
David’s induction.

Please pray for David, Lisa and the children as they prepare to
move.  Particularly pray that the new rectory will be ready and
that the children will be able to have places at the local schools.
At present the schools are full for September.

Finally, Pam Brimelow, Adrian Marsden-Jones and I together with
the Bishop of Derby and the Archdeacon of Chesterfield made up
the interview panel.  Whilst all the candidates were competent, we
would wish to give thanks to God for showing us clearly that
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David was the person whom we believe He wanted to appoint to
be our next rector.

The well-recognised oil lamp of Scripture Union
has been prominently placed on Bible reading
notes for many years and 235,000 children are
taught with the SALT material every Sunday.
Keith Civval, Chief Executive of Scripture Union, is
bringing a breath of fresh air to the movement
which was founded in 1867.  Two years ago, Keith

was completing his 23rd year working in finance for JP Morgan. Faced
with the choice of completely changing direction or staying there until
retirement, the SU ad in the jobs section jumped off the page at him
and Keith knew that God had chosen the “completely different” route.
Although he had no specific expectations of a job that combined his
commitments to both the Bible and children, the biggest change for
Keith was moving to a volunteer-led organisation. Around 3,000 vol-
unteers help at summer clubs each year and more run Sunday
Schools across the country, all supported by 130 full-time paid staff
including schools workers and evangelists.

· The aim of Scripture Union is to use the Bible to inspire
children, young people and adults to know God and Keith remembers
what it was like not to believe in Christ.  Brought up in a Jewish family,
Keith suddenly questioned whether anyone actually believed what
was sung in carol services. When the person next to him said yes,
Keith started investigating and not long after became a Christian.  His
family found his decision quite hard to take, but Keith describes his
conversion as a “fulfilment of all that is Jewish” and has retained the
Jewish love and acceptance of children.

· His passion today is to see the Bible take an increasingly
important place in the life of Christians and for children and young
people to be given a more central place in the life of the church.
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HELLO FROM AMERICA

Wow! Hasn't time flown by. I have now
been in the States 18 months, incredible
to believe eh? And at times it has felt like
an age, other times I feel as if I will return
to St. Thomas' after a holiday.

So much has happened, between the 9-11
attack a week after my arrival here, to car

crashes, and ulcers BUT also amazing things like the youth
program growing to 48 from 6, with 3 youth groups now in
operation, a  new youth music ministry team, 18 now
attending youth bible study on a Sunday (originally 3), a youth
service second Sunday of every month called REBEL - Radical
Episcopalians Bound in Eternal Love, and youth even going on
missions.

Non youth stuff has also been awesome. We have started bible
study groups, women's ministry , men's group, Praise and
prayer, bible study at a restaurant on a Monday morning 7am,
and a completely new Sunday school program called Godly
play , which is absolutely fantastic and a real find .

I am also involved in some diocesan work. There is a full youth
program for the youth of the diocese to come together for
weekends. I have been asked to join the diocesan evangelism
team. I am also working with a woman pastor from Chicago on
a new church for the generation x and y. It is slowly making
progress but is innovative and much of our work is to educate
the churches about change and provision for this absent
group.

I have also had the chance of being involved in a televised
Eucharist for the home bound. Preaching to a camera and
imagining that it is a congregation was quite a challenge but a
great experience none the less.

So much is happening and it is a privilege to see God working
in the lives of His people.
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A highlight of my time here has to be when I get friends from
home coming to stay with me. How great it was to spend time
with Yvetta and Sophie Jacques, Claire Simmons, Lindsey
Leteve, Diana Mellor, Amanda Lamb and Jonathon Ralphs.To
have James Pyatt and Suzanne Foan with me for many months
was awesome. It was great to see what God is doing in their
lives too and the Church of the Good Shepherd Family consider
them very much part of the family too and miss them.

To try and see what God is calling people to do and to discover
their gifts and enable them to use them is SO important to the
lives of God's people and the health of the body, the church.
Training up some of our youth here has been a joy, and
Brandon Brewer having the opportunity to come to the UK and
be with you has been wonderful. Thank you all from the bottom
of my heart for looking after him so well. I knew I was sending
him to a safe, warm, loving family, my family.

And that is what you remain to me. I know there have been
many changes and will be in the future but whatever comes to
each one of us, you will never fail to be dear to my heart and I
still miss you VERY much.

Remember if you ever want to come and see the BEAUTIFUL
North West, with its mountains, islands, whales, and so much
more then feel free to come. It would be so cool to have you
here.

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Easter Cookies –
 children of any age why not try this at home!

Ingredients:

1 Bible
1 cup whole pecan nuts
1 tsp. vinegar
3 egg whites
pinch of salt
1 cup granulated sugar
1 food bag
wooden spoon
greased baking tray
sticky tape

Preheat oven to 300 degrees, and open your Bible in a safe
place on the work surface

Place pecan nuts in food bag and let the children beat them
with the wooden spoon to break into small pieces. Explain that
after Jesus was arrested, He was beaten by the Roman
soldiers. Take the Bible and read: John 19:1-3.

Let each child smell the vinegar. Add teaspoon of vinegar into
the mixing bowl. Explain that when Jesus was thirsty on the
cross He was given vinegar to drink. Read John 19:28-30

Add egg whites to vinegar. Eggs represent life. Explain that
Jesus gave His life to give us life. Read John 10:10-11.

Sprinkle a little salt into each child's hand. Let them taste it
and brush the rest into the bowl. Explain that this represents
the salty tears shed by Jesus' followers, and the bitterness of
our own sins. Read Luke 23:27

So far the ingredients are not very appetising. Add 1 cup of
sugar. Explain that the sweetest part of the story is that Jesus
died because He loves us. He wants us to know and belong to
Him. Read Psalm 34:8 and John 3:16
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Beat with a mixer on high speed for 12-15 minutes until stiff
peaks are formed. Explain that the colour white represents the
purity in God's eyes of those whose sins have been cleansed by
Jesus. Read Isaiah 1:18

Fold in broken nuts.

Line the baking tray with grease proof paper. Drop mixture by
spoonfuls onto paper.  Explain that each mound represents the
rocky tomb where Jesus' body was laid. Read Matthew 27:57-
60
.
Place the baking tray in the oven, close the door and turn the
oven OFF. Give each child a piece of tape and seal the oven
door. Explain that Jesus' tomb was sealed. Read Matthew
27:65-66

GO TO BED. Explain that they may feel sad to leave the cookies
in the oven overnight. Jesus' followers were in despair when the
tomb was sealed. Read John 16:20 and John 16:22

On Easter morning, open the oven and remove the cookies.
Take a bite. Notice ~ the Easter cookies are hollow!  On the first
Easter Jesus' followers were amazed to find the tomb open and
empty. Read Matthew 28:1-9

 interview with Brandon Brewer, from the USA

We welcomed Brandon to our Church in January, when he arrived
from the Church of the Good Shepherd in Federal Way, Seattle, USA
where he had been working as Assistant Youth Leader with our friend
and former Curate, Petra Owen.  Brandon has spent 10 weeks with
us, working primarily with Neil Roper and the children and young peo-
ple in the church and also in our local schools.
“It has been really great being able to go into schools and talk openly
about God and faith, as we are not allowed to do this by law in
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America”, Brandon told Ploughshare. “I
was really impressed with the new lunch
time group running in Brookfield School
where the kids there have some great
discussions about God”.

It’s not all been work though – Brandon has
also enjoyed time in Scotland, visiting both
Edinburgh and Glasgow, not to mention a
day trip to Paris (!) and some time in
London.  He particularly loves the
countryside, and his day in Bakewell
stands out as a highlight.

“My journey here has also had an effect on my journey with God,” he
went on,”as when I arrived I felt really jet-lagged and wondered why I
was here!  I had to pray and ask God for His help to get me through –
and He has.  I realise that God can help me, that he shows me the
things he wants me to stop doing as well as those things he wants me
to do”.

When asked what things he will take back with him to the USA,
Brandon immediately mentioned his new found skill in balloon
modelling, and in craft activities, and how to use these when talking
with children and young people.  He has also learnt a new song which
has become very special to him – “Men of Faith rise up and sing” is
one he will be humming on his way back to Seattle, and maybe he’ll
teach it to some young people there.

By the time you receive this edition of Ploughshare, Brandon will be
back in the USA, having flown home on March 22nd.   Before he left
he was asked to give a message for our young people here in
Chesterfield, and his reply was,

“Live life to the full and put your faith in God – He’ll always be there
for you”.

A big thank you to Yvetta Jacques for the accommodation and hospitality she
offered Brandon during his stay, and to everyone else who spent time with him – it
was much appreciated.

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ALPHA – BITES

Welcome to “Alpha-bites!”   our
regular feature in Ploughshare.
In this article we feature a tried
and tested recipe from one of
the most recent Alpha courses.
We encourage you to try the
recipe at home, and as you sample
the delights of the meal why not
give some thought to joining an Alpha course - the next one starts
on Wednesday 30th April.

Presenting “Alpha-bite!” – Sausages in honey and mustard:

Ingredients (serves 6)
 3 tbsp oil
 3lb large sausages;
 12oz clear honey;
 12 oz grain mustard;
 salt & black pepper;
 12 baps sliced almost in half

Method
Preheat the oven to 200°C/400°F/ gas mark 6
Pour some oil to cover the base of one or two roasting trays.  Line
up the sausages in the trays, but do not overcrowd them or it will
be difficult to turn the sausages.
Cook the sausages in the oven, turning them over once one side has
browned.  When the sausages are cooked, loosen them from the
base of the trays and tip off the oil.  Set aside.  If you have more
sausages to cook repeat the above.
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Put the honey and mustard into a saucepan together and stir over
a medium heat.  Season with salt and black pepper.  Once the
sauce has almost come to the boil, turn off the heat.
Pile the sausages into the roasting tray and pour over the hot
sauce, tossing the sausages so they are well coated.  Cover the
trays with tin foil and return to the oven to re-heat the sausages.
Serve piping hot with two sausages in the centre of each bap.
(very good served with salad)

What is Alpha?
Alpha provides an opportunity to find out more about the Christian
faith. There are ten sessions which make up the course, each
beginning with a light meal (see above!) followed by a talk on a
subject central to the Christian faith. Small groups of about
twelve people, including some leaders, then discuss issues raised
by the talks in a relaxed and open atmosphere.  Alpha is for
everyone – even you!
