Comment on Romans 7: 4-6

* |n the old order we were married to the law and
controlled by the flesh, and we bore fruits for
death, whereas as members of the new order
we are married to the risen Christ and liberated
from the law, and we bear fruit for God. We need
then to keep a watch on ourselves and others,
lest we should ever slip back from the new order
Into the old...from freedom to slavery, from the
iIndwelling spirit to an external code, from Christ
to the law. (John Stott)
